GRADUATE COMMITTEE MINUTES

 Action Items
· The minutes from the October 8th meeting were unanimously approved with no corrections.

Discussion Items

Rubrics for PHD
· Committee members reviewed the Professional Behavior Rubric 1 and removed the “near expectations” rating.  This review would take place on the doctoral student annual evaluation.
· Question about the skills—It was decided that there are two skill levels—1st year submission of conference paper/presentation and  2nd year would include publication.  The expectations would increase as time in the program goes on.

4/1 Program

· It was suggested there might need to be a stricter interview process at the undergraduate level.

· Students are admitted to a 4/1 in their sophomore year.  

· PR doesn’t do the 4/1 program—they have enough graduate students.  Some PR undergrads are doing a 4/1 with business and they are excelling.  Because business if very applied, it works better for undergrads instead of a conceptual master’s
· In TC, mostly seniors apply to the program.  Kiousis suggested PR students pursue a combined degree rather than a double undergrad major since they don’t have the 4/1.

· It was asked if we want to have the 4/1 for the professional multi-media JM/TC and some thought the 2nd year of the MMTC would work well for the 4/1.

· Media and Society will have a 4/1 program.

Combining Research Methods 

· Research Methods will not be offered in the spring semester because there is no one available to teach the class.  If we combine the PR and ADV methods courses, it would free one professor to teach other graduate classes.  Do we want to offer an online section in spring?

· It was suggested that we have a committee of all who have taught methods in the past and take something from each area for the general course.

· Some thought it would be difficult, be doable, to teach the course covering all the areas.

· Suggestions for covering the course include—team teaching, teaching as an overload, an online version which would be taught synchronous (at a set time).  
· The options are to leave it as is, combine the PR and ADV into one, team teach, or teach it online.  Treise has some people in mind who could teach the online version.  It was suggested she get a syllabus from the person who has taught it online and faculty who have taught in previously could review the syllabus to see if it would be appropriate.

Statistics

· The Public Health program has its own statistics class and they will take ten of our students for the spring semester.  

· Treise will pursue having statistics taught in our college for our own students.
