TVNP1 is designed immerse you in the fast-paced environment of 
television news production. It is an intentional departure formt he 
traditional classroom setting, as you will be working in an actualy multi-
media operation.

air product 

Course Objectives: 
1. Develop an understanding of assigned positions in the control 

room. 
2. Learn from mistakes and work critically to solve them. 
3. Improve your technical and artistic skills through repetition and 

experiementation of live broadcast productions. 
4. Work as an active member of a team. 
5. Strive to execute a clean, professional looking on-air product. 
6. Assist TVNP1 students as they navigate new challenges. 

 

Grading Policy: 
This immersion experience is very different from a classroom or lecture 
hall. It requires students to be able to fill various production roles each 
day to create a live television newscast. If you fail to attend on your 
regularly scheduled day/time, somebody will have to do your job for you 
and the produciton will likely suffer.  
There are 15 weeks of class periods (or shifts) in the fall semester. You 
are allowed to miss two (2) class period shifts without penalty. If you 
miss three (3) classes, you will fail this immersion experience. You are 
welcome to trade class shifts with another student without penalty. 
A grade of 70% or above is a passing grade.

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Recording Policy:
