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Course Title: Television News Production II 
Immersion – On-Air Television News Production  
TVNP2 Immersion will give you fast-paced hands-on experience of 
television news production. This course is a non-traditional 
lecture/classroom setting as you will be learning in a hands-on 
environment of a live multi-media operation. You will learn various 
television production positions both in traditional and automated news 
casts settings as you prepare to assist in on-air broadcasts. TVNP1 is a 
prerequisite for TVNP2. 
 

Learning outcomes: 
By the end of the course, the student will be able to  

● Learn the basic skills required for different technical positions in 
the control room 

● Learn how to be an active member of a production crew 
● Learn to execute strategies for creating a clean, professional, on-

air product 

Course Objectives 
1. Develop an understanding of assigned positions in the 

control room. 
2. Learn from mistakes and work critically to solve them.  
3. Improve your technical and artistic skills. 
4. Learn effective control room communication as an active 

member of a team. 
5. Strive to execute a clean and professional on-air product. 
6. Assist TVNP1 students as they navigate learning of news 

production roles.

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For all other students who have taken TVNP2, you will be assigned a position based on your previous 
positions learned and those you desire to learn. 
 
*This weekly course schedule is an example of what students can expect for each week and NOT an exact 
schedule for students. Each student will be assigned a position to work for the semester. During the semester, 
students will train on another position in rotation. For new students to TVNP2, you will be assigned one of the 
following positions and rotate through these positions throughout the semester.

This immersion experience requires students to be able to fill various production roles each day to create a live 
television newscast. Therefore, if you fail to attend on your regularly scheduled day/time, somebody will have 
to do your job for you and news production will likely be impacted negatively.  
 
There are 15 weeks of class periods (or shifts) in the fall semester. You are allowed to miss two (2) class 
period shifts without penalty. If you miss three (3) classes, you will fail this immersion experience. You 
are welcome to trade class shifts with another student without penalty. A grade of 70% or above is a passing 
grade.

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Students are allowed to record video or audio of class lectures. However, the purposes for which these 
recordings may be used are strictly controlled.

Specifically, students may not publish recorded 
lectures without the written consent of the instructor.  
 
A “class lecture” is an educational presentation intended to inform or teach enrolled students about a particular 
subject, including any instructor-led discussions that form part of the presentation, and delivered by any 
instructor hired or appointed by the University, or by a guest instructor, as part of a University of Florida course. 
A class lecture does not include lab sessions, student presentations, clinical presentations such as patient 
history, academic exercises involving solely student participation, assessments (quizzes, tests, exams), field 
trips, private conversations between students in the class or between a student and the faculty or guest 
lecturer during a class session.
