Is PaCE the right program for me?

e General education humanities (GE-H) - we require 9 credits. Be sure at least one course
is chosen from the ‘State GenEd Humanities’ list. (E.g: ARH2000)

e General education physical/biological science (GE-P/B) - we require 6 credits. Be sure at
least one course is chosen from the ‘State GenEd sciences’ list. (E.g: BSC2005)

e Foreign language course(s) - we require 2nd semester proficiency in a college-level
foreign language.

IMPORTANT CJC POLICY: The CJC does not allow concurrent enrollment (enrollment in
two institutions at the same time).

What are the transition requirements?
Please check our website to see 2018-2019 requirements. These will be similar for 2019-2020
admits.

Will I have access to my instructors and advisors as a PaCE student?
Yes. Most of them have office hours on campus. They are also often available via Zoom/Skype
or phone appointment, and of course, email!

Will | have access to the gym, counseling/health services, sporting events?
There is an optional fee package that provides access to these student services.
There will be representatives at Preview (orientation) where you can inquire about opting-in.

How can | reach my advisor?
If you live in Gainesville, you may come as a walk-in to the PATH Office (Weimer Hall, room
1060) or make an appointment with your advisor. Our hours and info can be found here.
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If you live out of town, you may schedule a phone appointment by indicating such on your
appointment request.
