I. Call to order

IV. 2021 admissions process for Ph.D. 

Kelleher introduced Natalia Mojica who will be processing the Ph.D. applications 
for the graduate program. She explained the new admission process. She’ll provide 
instructions for all graduate coordinators who will be able to share with doctoral 
faculty in their departments.   

The next committee meeting—1/20/21—will concentrate on the doctoral 
application process. We expect to admit and fund a cohort of 14 doctoral students 
for fall 2021-22 (13+1 deferral from 2020).   

The provost’s office is revising how GSPAs are funded and will instead give the 
CJC $90,000, renewable for four years for competitive recruiting. Proposed CJC 
plan for funding offers for fall 2021 is: 

• 2 “Graduate School Awards” (GSAs) for 12-month appts @ $35k stipend 

• 3 “top-offs” for 12-month appts @ $33k stipend 

• 9 regular for 9-month appts @ $27k stipend
